This environment is the one that is increasing the number of Asthma and allergy sufferers each year, especially in our young children – and it is the one that we believe is safe as it’s the one we call HOME.





Something needs to be done to improve our Microenvironments.








The Concept Of PROmite™





Asthma is one of the worlds ‘fastest growing’ illnesses. It affects as many children in the Highlands of Scotland as it does in our inner cities – we asked why?





It’s the change in our microenvironments over the past couple of decades that have caused more health concerns than any other time in the past 150 years!    





Our Microenvironment
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Asthma is not the only respiratory illness, nor the only allergy caused or increased in the home - in fact there are hundreds of different allergies.  Nevertheless, Asthma is the most serious as it’s the cause of over 2,500 deaths every year in the UK.





As we breathe, air is taken down into the lungs by the windpipe, then into the Bronchi.  The air finally reaches the Alveoli where it exchanges the Oxygen in the air for Carbon Dioxide.  This process allows the body to function normally.   We breathe thousands of times a day without us thinking about it – even as we sleep.


  


However, if a piece of food became stuck in a Bronchi tube -say a peanut - the brain will send a signal to the muscle in the outer wall to reduce the tube size.  





The brain will then produce a cough (or choking) and due to the reduced diameter of tube it will dramatically increase the air pressure – to remove the stuck object.  





The inner lining of the Bronchi tubes are covered with damp mucus, which is not normally affected by fine particles.  The Mucus is produced in the lung and is moved up the Bronchi by millions of fine hairs that line the wall.  This keeps the lungs clean of particulate.





The UK government spent millions of pounds on reducing traffic pollution, but found Asthma is still affecting more and more children every year!
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We spend on average a third of our life in our bedroom - just think about all the time you spend breathing in the same contaminated, stale air.  





The House Dust Mite is the cause of the biggest source of respiratory allergies for young and old alike, but why is it only now that this problem is brought to our attention – not before?   





This is due mainly to the 1970’s energy crisis.  Ever since then buildings, both at home and at the office have continued to be designed to save energy.  Most buildings today have central heating systems and double glazed windows to seal in the warmth, some even with central air conditioners.  





The three main things we need to do: 


Ventilate all bedrooms – especially children’s bedrooms to reduce humidity and prevent Mites from breeding. 


Mechanical Removal – eradication of dead skin and mite faeces by vacuum cleaning with water filtration machines.


Periodic Professional Cleaning – to dispose of all the unwanted pollutants that are held in your soft furnishings.   





Your home furnishings, such as carpets and upholstery fabrics, are a major benefit to you as they act like filters and help reduce the amount of particles in the air, however if they are not professionally cleaned on a regular basis (6-12 months) they may become a source of allergies.

At the advice of specialists samples were sent to the Medical Entomology Centre, Cambridge (formerly part of Cambridge University) for testing. 


 


The team at the Medical Entomology Centre, Cambridge, which is headed by Dr John Maunder, is regarded by many as some of the leading experts in the field of allergies caused by the House Dust Mite.   





The tests were carried out at different levels 


of activity to allow differing carpet pile 


weight and thickness of fabric.  The tests were 


mainly conducted over two week periods. The

It was proven that PROmite was far more beneficial than the Biocide products that are available in both the immediate and long term effects.

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The House Dust Mite.  Or given their correct Latin title Dermatophagoides pteronyssinus are microscopic (up to 0.3 mm) arthropod creatures related to ticks and spiders.  Too small to be seen with the naked eye the mites are turtle shaped creatures with eight legs.  They live on the decaying dead skin flakes in house dust – skin that we shed every day. There is hardly a house in the UK without them, although the number can vary between houses containing huge numbers, and others almost none. 





The Mites survival does not only depend on the amount of dust, but very much on the amount of humidity in the house. Without continuous high humidity (50+rh) their skin will cause them to rapidly dehydrate.     In these perfect conditions Dust Mites live for 3-4 months with females laying 25 to 50 eggs, with a new generation produced every three weeks!

Each mite will produce around 20 droppings per day everywhere they go.  Each of these droppings holds around 10-12 sub pellets that are about 2-10 micron in size and contain their leftover enzymes.

In an Asthma Sufferer the bronchi tubes become sore and inflamed due to the continued breathing in of the House Dust Mite faeces.   Below are diagrams showing a cross-section of the bronchial tube.  They show a normal tube (fig 1), then how the Mite Faeces attacks the inner-wall (fig 2-3) and finally a swollen bronchial tube (fig 4) as found in an Asthma sufferer – which is waiting for a ‘trigger’ to introduce an Asthma Attack.
